(designated IDSS).

D. Sciences/Math: A minimum of four courses totaling at least 12 credits as follows: One course in
BIOLOGY. One course in a PHYSICAL SCIENCE (ASTR, CHEM, GEOL, MET, OR PHYS). Two
courses from Science/Math disciplines: ASTR, BIO, CHEM, CS, ENST, GEOL, MATH, MET, PHYS.
