Each course may
     be repeated once with the permission of the instructor but credit will be only given once in either course.
b). Submission for critical assessment of two Super 8 film projects completed during Film 250 (for Production Specialists)
      or one critical paper completed during FILM 251 ( for Critical Studies specialists).
c). Interview with Film Studies faculty, whose approval is required for admission to the program.
d). Student must declare which area of specialization s/he intends to follow.
e). After being accepted into the Film program, student must maintain a G.P.A. of 2.50 within the program. Student
     falling below this minimum will be placed on probation for one semester. If his/her G.P.A. hasn’t risen to proper status,
     students will be dismissed from the program.
