D. Sciences/Math: A minimum of four courses totaling at least 12 credits as follows: One course in
BIOLOGY. One course in a PHYSICAL SCIENCE (ASTR, CHEM, GEOL, MET, PHYS). Two courses from

Sciences/Math disciplines: ASTR, BIO, CHEM, CS, ENST, GEOL, IDSM, MATH, MET or PHYS or an
approved interdisciplinary course (designated IDSM).

COMPLETED MORE THAN TWO YEARS OF THE SAME LANGUAGE IN HIGH SCHOOL. NO CREDIT
WILL BE GRANTED FOR FR 102 IF THE STUDENT ENROLLED HAS SUCCESSFULLY COMPLETED
MORE THAN THREE YEARS OF THE SAME LANGUAGE IN HIGH SCHOOL.
