What Can You Do?

1. Raise awareness: Empower people to act with the knowledge of the atrocities. Talk to family,

friends, colleagues, and classmates about the genocide. Show them the multimedia. Wear a

green awareness ribbon.

2. Write: Letters to the editor and to public officials letting them know that you want them to do

more about the genocide. Raise the political cost of inaction. Urge them to support the AU troops

(expanding the size to approx. 44,000) and Comprehensive Peace in Sudan Act HR 5061 / S2781.

3. Divest: Americans hold millions of dollars in European and Asian companies that support the

genocidal regime. Ensure that you, your friends and family, and college endowment divest from

these companies NOW. Money talks and the US has over $91 billion in Sudan. See
www.DivestSudan.org and www.HarvardDivest.com for more information.

4. Raise funds: The AU force and humanitarian agencies are desperate for money and would

appreciate any help they can get. Annan recently said that humanitarian aid is facing a $200

million shortfall. Help create a Genocide Intervention Fund.

5. Mobilize: Get other people to do steps 1-4. Hold protests and get the media to cover it to show

that we will not stand by as 10,000 people die a month. When asked how to change US policy towards the Rwandan genocide, National Security Advisor Anthony Lake said:

"If you want to make this move, you will have to change public opinion. You must make more

noise." (Samantha Power, A Problem from Hell, pp. 377)
