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The Making of a Lexicon


Over 25 years ago, an American geneticist decided that to understand some basic attributes of a population's genes, she should live in a village of the people she was studying.  As it happened, this decision was to provide unexpected insights into genetic processes, because of the occurence of malaria-resistance genes.  And just to confuse the resident geneticist, over 30% of the children in the population were eventually found to be adopted away from their biological parents by village neighbors or relatives.


I was that geneticist.  I once lived for a year among the Temuan of Selangor state in West Malaysia.  There are perhaps 16,000 Temuan in the world today.  They are one of the 18 or so ethnic groups in West Malaysia that are recognized as "original people" (Orang Asli).  


Since fieldwork in genetics among the Temuan allowed for time to learn something of their culture, language, and enjoyments, I readily did so.  In particular, among the many people in one Temuan village who helped me with the language, Jalil Mohamad contributed the most.  Indeed, this lexicon would not have been possible without his guidance and patience.  


Among non-Temuan who have urged the completion of this project, I owe a singular debt to Colin Nicholas, the coordinator of the Center for Orang Asli Concerns.


This lexicon is for the Temuan, in gratitude for their friendship, understanding, and hospitality.

adah  to have.  (M., ada)

adat  following a certain custom.  (Also hadat.)  Nyap beradat, not according to custom.  Adat berbini, marriage customs.  Adat besah, the rules for paying certain wedding expenses.  Adat betina sama jantan, pre-wedding customs.  Adat duit, to pay a fee in accordance with custom; in the 1970's a prospective bridegroom paid, usually at the minang to his mamak (father's older brother), acting as wali (agent), the sum of 22.20 Malaysian dollars for a janda or at least 44.40 for an anak dara, with the price being 88.80 for a batin's daughter.  Adat halus, engagement presents.  Adat nikah, wedding customs.  Lebih adat, more customary.  (M., adat)

adik  younger sibling.

agog  charm; talisman worn by children on a string around the neck to protect them from evil spirits.  (Syn., tangkal.)  (M., agok?)

ajal  fate.  It is possible to have an ajal of being killed and eaten by a tiger.  (M., ajal)

ajar  to teach, advise.  (M., ajar)

ajat  wish, desire.  (A., hajat)

ajih  you (familiar, sing.).  [S+B II, p. 733, ajih, you (sing.), Jakun, Malacca.]  (M., awak)

ajok  to mimic, repeat in provoking fashion.  Hau di-anjok, don't mimic me.  (See anyok.)  (M., ajok)

aka  root, vine.  Aka labah, red sap ingredient in ipoh poison.  Aka ulan, a vine that grows in sandy soil (G+T, p. 274, reports this name is given to various medicinal vines, most in the convolvulus family).  Ubi tubers are also called aka.  (M., akar)

akai  stupid.  (M., sakai)

akal  intelligence, common sense.  (Also hakal.)  Mula-mula beranak, adah satu akal, beranak lagi, adah dua akal means that with her first child, a woman gets one dose of wisdom and with later pregnancies gets another dose.  (M., akal)

akan-akan   very similar to.  Tulis Jepun akan-akan tulis China (Japanese writing is very like Chinese writing).  (M., akan-akan)

akhir-nya  in the end.  (M., akhir-nya)

akit  raft.  (Also rakit.)  (M., rakit)

aku  I, me, my. (-ku, when a suffix.)  Aku-teh?  Who, me?  (M., saya, aku)

akui-nya  to admit, confess.  (M., mengaku pada-nya)

alahai  gosh! whew!  (M., lagi sedikit; senang-nya)

alahai leteh  gosh, I'm tired!  (M., amboi rasa-nya)

alai  objects in disorder; untidy.  (M., seperti barang tidak berkemas)

alam  world.

alan kepalang  miserly because of distrust.  (M., hati tidak berani; sedang menyedang)

alas  rainforest.  O'ang alas, what Malays (from Java?) used to call Temuan, that is, forest people (see also liah).  Barang alas, forest products, which are eaten by Temuan but "not by white people;" such food items are not pitied (sayang) bu Temuan, unlike items in a ladang, because the former are not siap makan (ready-to-eat) and because they kill people (such as ula, imau).  (Jav., alas)

aleh  moving.  (M., aleh)

alo  riverbed.  (M., alor, lorong ayer)

amang  fine foreign matter in tin ore sediment.  (M., amang)

amang  to threaten.  (M., amang)

amat  very.  Lebih amat, or ma'hajin amat, too much.  (M., amat, terlampau sangat)

amih  to take, get.  Amih ayi, fetch (a container of) water.  Amih sekejap, to borrow (see kepit, pinjam).  (M., ambil)

amoi  (See moi.)

ampai, me'ampai  miscellaneous.  (M., rampai)

ampang  a dam.  (Also hempang.)  (M., empang)

ampun  to forgive, pardon.  (M., ampun)

anak  child, offspring of animals.  Anak dagah or anak dara, unmarried teenage girl.  Anak angkat, adopted child (see also nuhlah).  Anak sebut, a person in an offspring-like relation to someone, but not an anak angkat, who is a "real" offspring.  (See dal, gampang, gongul, tan.)  (M., anak)

anchah  hat, any headgear.  (Syns., igol, ikol, songkok.)  (M., songkok)

angan  thought.  Angan-angan, to daydream (also hangan-angan).  (M., angan)

angin  wind.  Sakit angin, puffy edema all over body (also basal).  There are 7 winds.  Angin buah comes from the south; 3 to 4 months later trees are in fruit.  Angin puting beliong, a whirlwind or typhoon, only goes where there are too many people; it kills half of them; but it does not come to Malaysia, or particularly to Temuan villages, because the Temuan are too few;  when one sees small whirlwinds, they are the anak of typhoons that are searching for appropriate places.  The other winds include angin ribut, angin chalau (or chalau gunting), angin berbini, and angin penyakit.  Winds arise by the opening of doors in the sky.  (M., angin)

angin kelopak  an annual, three-day breeze.

angkat  to lift up.  (Syn., tating.)  Anak angkat, adopted child (see also nuhlah, tahi lalat).  (M., angkat)

angkit  to lift a light object.  (See also nating.)  (M., angkat)

angkud  to carry (versus punggal, to unload, and angkat, to lift).  (M., bawa)

angsuh  to push in; close, as in closing a box of matches.  (Also tutup.)  (M., tolak)

anjin  dog.  (M., anjing)

anjin segala  red dog.  (Also kodoing.)  (M., serigala)

ankak  not sticking to a task.  (M., charian tidak betul)

ankap  to total.  (M., rankap)

ankin  puffing and panting after mild exertion; difficulty in breathing; asthma.  (See penyakit lelah.)  (M., nafas sesak)

antai  a chain; as a measure, 22 yards.  (M., rantai)

antok-antok  that which produces the heart beat, said to be in a biji kechil (a tiny spot) and not to be the heart itself.  (The pacemaker of the human heart is its sinoatrial node.)  Three things can kill the pacemaker, and through it a person: api, ayi, angin (fire, water, wind). 

antin  twig.  (M., ranting)

anyok, sa-anyok  similar.  (Syns., sa-ajok, sakudi, supa.)  (M., sarupa)

apah  what.  (Also apah-teh.)  Apah-ni?  What's this?  (M., apa)

api  fire.  Tiop api, blow (restart) the fire; makan api, to burn.  Bara api, embers.  A bonfire is rumbun; firecrackers are api munchong (M., merchun); in Ulu Kuang, a volcano is called api nuwaka.  (M., api)

apoh  well!  so!  (See also woih.)  

asah  to sharpen, grind, file.  Batu asah, a whetstone (versus kiki, a file).  The front teeth of a bride and groom traditionally were sharpened during the wedding ceremony.  A pinang nut was put in the mouth to hold it open for this operation.  This sharpening was done because when one dies Tuhan gives people a piece of bamboo stem to gnaw through, as a test; if the teeth have never been sharpened (it is only neceessary to do it once), a person cannot gnaw successfully and thus cannot pass on to the afterworld.  (Teeth sharpening was not done on children or bachelors because they lack family responsibilities.)  (M., asah)

asal  source, origin, original.  (See awal.)  (M., asal)

asap  smoke, fumes.  (M., asap)

ashkar  a soldier.  (A., ashkar)

asik  fixated on doing something; absorbed.  (A., asyik)

asin  separate, foreign.  (See masing.)  (M., asin, lain)

asmarah  love; sexual desire.  (Skr., asmarah)

asuh  to care for an infant.  (M., asoh)

atas  above, up, on top.  (M., atas)

atap  woven palm fronds, used for roofing, etc.; attap.  (M., atap)
atau  or.  (Skr., atau)

awah  origin.  (Also mula-awah.)  (A., awal)

aweh  boasting, exaggerating.  (M., chakap besar)

ayah  father.  Ayah-ti, stepfather.  Ayah pemudah, biological father.  Ayah angkat, father by adoption.  (M., ayah)

ayi  water; river.  Ayi hujan, rain.  Ayi hangat, boiling water.  Ayi mata, tears.  (Chehu, waterfall; chega, rapids; lata, rapids; see also chenlim, payou.)  (M., ayer)

ayun  to rock, sway, swing.  (Also hayun.)  (M., ayun)
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babi  pig.  Babi hutan, wild pig.  (M., babi)

bacha  to read.  (M., bacha)

badah sumbu  Sumatran rhinoceros (M., badak sumbu).  Badah simpan or badah followed by chipan, murai, tampong, tenok, or tenuk are all names for tapir.

badan  the body.  (Also nyawa.)  (M., badan)

badi  evil influence of a (killed?) animal. (See jemoi.)  Those animals with the most badi are elephant, rhinoceros, and tapir.  (M., bahadi)

bagai  kind, variety, sort.  (Tamil, bagai)

bagitu  like that; that's the way.  (See also mimang.)  (M., bagitu)

bagi  to give; for.  (See also bah.)  Bagi dua, to share equally in profits, as when one party contracts to do work and the other owns the resources (such as rubber trees to be tapped); to share justly in rewards (such as various ethnic groups within the populace of Malaysia).  Bagi anak, a case when the working party gets less than half the profits and the resource owner gets more.

bah  give (me)!  Bah aku siku, give me one.  (M., bagi)

bahang  (See barang.)

bahas  discussion; to discuss.  (See bual.)  (A., bahas)

bahau  new. (Also bawu.)  (M., baharu)

bahu  shoulder.  (See tulang.)  (M., bahu)

bahubah  to move (household).  (Syn., pindah.)  (M., pindah, ubah)

baik  good.  (See oiyang.)  (M., baik)

bain  lying down.  Bain mehing, to lie on one's side.  Bain telentang, to lie on the back.  Bain telongkok, to lie on the stomach.  (M., baring)

bais  one strand, row (of beads in a necklace, etc.).  Empat bais manek, four strands of beads.  (M., baris)

baju  coat, shirt.  (M., baju)

bakah  to burn.  (See also beluoi.)  (M., bakar)

bakong  lymph glands in the neck.  (M., buah kelenjar?)

bakul  large, widemouthed, closely-woven basket (not a back basket).  (M., bakul)

balai  meeting room, building.

(M., membalaukan kulit badan sedikit)

balik  to return home; to leave.  Balik-lah, goodbye.  Hidup balik, to come back to life.  Sa-balik, backwards; a transposition of numbers, etc.  (M., balek)

baling  to hurl.  (Syns., benih, lening, punkan.)  (See hambang.)  (M., baling)

balu, memalu  concerns an injunction against killing gibbons, because they are human-like and calamity will result from the killing.  (M., membunoh binatang yang berbahaya halus; balu?)

balud  bandage.  (M., balut)

balun  (See ke'ung.)

banchah  tasteless or off-tasting food.  (M., makanan gulai yang tidak sedap; apak?)

banchok  sprinkling, watering (plants).  (M., siram)

bangkai  carcass.  (M., bangkai)

bangkit  to arise from sleep (see also jankot, mekok); to rise from the dead. If a chicken, cat, or other animal jumps over a dead body before it is buried, it can rise up; people must guard the body to prevent this happening.  If the body does bangkit, it will be very strong and flexible (like getah) and will jadi hantu (become a spirit, eating people until it is satiated).  (M., bangkit)

bangkong  a wild, edible fruit, like nangka (jackfruit) (Artocarpus integer).  It is boiled to eat.  (M., chempedak?)

bangku  bench, stool, chair.  (Portuguese, bangku)

bangsa  ethnic group (of humans); species (of animal).  (M., bangsa)

bangsal  any open-sided building.  (M., bangsal: shed)

bani  tree buttress.  (M., banir)

baning  a large land tortoise.  (See also gila-bau, ku'ah.)  (M., baning)

banjil  flood.  (M., banjir)

bansauh  (See son.)
bantai  to butcher.  To butcher monkeys correctly, in order to avoid kena hukum, the undang (rules) require cutting around the neck, then down the front (from neck cuts in the jugular vein area on each side) to the genital area.  The two front cuts make a "V."  If the liver is undamaged, it should be removed first, followed by the heart, lungs, and lower jaw.  The head and backbone are lifted out together.  (M., bantai)
bantal  pillow; placenta, afterbirth (see also osonk).  (M., bantal)
bantas  to cut through with a knife.  (See kerat, tutuh.)  (S+B II, p. 570, antas rokok, to cut open, Central Pah. Sakai, Besisi.)  (M., mengeratkan tali dan akar dengan pisau)

bantil  possibly unconscious or asleep.  (M., seperti orang atau binatang tidor)

banting  sleeping platform covered with a cloth.  (See pangking.)  (M., juri?)

bantok, putih bantok  true white.  (S+B II, p. 758, biok, white of hair, Besisi.)  

bantu  aid, assistance.  (See sokong.)  (M., bantu)

bantut  futile.  (A., batal)

banyak  many; very (banyak kuat, very strong).  (M., banyak)

bara, bara api  embers, faggot.  (M., bara)

barah  abscess.  (See also bisul.)  (M., barah)

barang  objects, things.  (Also bahang.)  (M., barang)

barat  west.  (Timo is east, but no Temuan words exist for north or south.)  (M., barat)

basal  puffy edema all over body with eyes bulging out; beri-beri (?).  (Syn., sakit angin.)  (See also langos and penyakit bosong, which is similar to basal.)  (M., basal)    

basih  musty, moldy.  (M., basi)

basin  to sneeze.  (M., besin)

basoh  to wash (things).  (M., basoh)

basuh  wet.  (See geiyeh.)  (M., basah)

batan  a rod, tree trunk; a classifier for pole-like objects.  (M., batang)

batan bertam  the midrib of a bertam palm frond.

batan humut  (See humut.)

batan lihih  the neck.

batan tenek  the tree that provides the tenek ingredient for ipoh poison.  (S+B volume I, p. 605, ternek, the ipoh tree, Belandas.)

batas  boundary.  (M., batas)

batin  Temuan headman.  (See also jenang.)  (M., batin)

batu  stone, rocky hill.  (See penyakit batu.)  Batu bata, a brick.  Batu tungku, triangle of three stones in hearth on which to set cooking pots.  (M., batu)

batuk  cough.  (Syn., mangah.)  Batuk imau, a cough due to a tiger (imau pakai) entering one's body as angin (wind).  (See halimp, je'eh, mehak.)  (M., batok)

bau  any non-fragrant smell.  (See wangi.)  Bau tahi, the fecal smell of a civit cat.  (M., bau)

bau  main rib of a palm frond, used as a fishing pole.  (See batan bertam, jeh'os.)  (M., joran)

bawa  to bring.  (M., bawa)

bawah  (See balang.)

bawah  below, under.  (M., bawah)

bawu  new, fresh.  (Also bahau.) (M., baru, baharu)

bayah-bayah  as big as.  (Syn., besah-besah.)  Tapak kaki bayah-bayah nieu, lebih tapak kaki gasi, a footprint as large as a winnowing tray, even larger is the footprint of the giant.

bayang  shadow.  (See hantu bayang.)  (M., bayang)

bayong  to pare, as prickles from a pineapple.  (Syns., melau, nabat.)  (See balau.)  (M., balau)

bayuh, tulak bayuh  (See tulak.)  

beahih  to love.  (See chatet.)  (M., berahi)

beai  fallen.  (See jatoh.)  (M., terjatoh)

be'apa  how many, how much.  (M., berapa)

beas  husked but uncooked rice.  (See nasi, padi.)  (M., beras)

bechelenko  to rest the chin on the knee or arm; to sit with hands on knees (?).  (M., teleku)

bechin, pokok bechin  one of 3 species of forest hardwood trees from which jemalang can issue forth 10 to 20 years after the tree falls down and dies.  It has an edible fruit "like a tomato."  

bedak  cosmetic face powder (made from rice flour).  (M., bedak)

bedalai  to fall together, of a bunch of leaves.  (Also nalai.)  (If only one falls, it is gugo.)  (S+B II, p. 645, lai, la, leaf, Semang and Sakai.)  (M., daun gugor)

bedeh  to roast meat.  (Syns., dedeng, pedeh.)  (See salai.)  (M., panggong, sateh)

bedengku  snoring.  (M., dengkor)

bedentung  a "thunk"  or "tung" sound.  When heard in one's own ear, Tuhan (God) is saying one's name in reading the book of human fate, when one will die and with what sickness; then people say that (hantu) melikat mawat manggil (the death spirit is calling) and they cry out not to let them die yet.  (M., dentum: a booming sound)

bedenung  sound of a bird flying ("whish").  

bedi  to stand up.  Bedi tegah, to stand stiffly erect.  (M., berdiri)

bediang, nediang  to warm oneself by a fire or in the sun.  (Syns., ganggang, pedeh.)  (See also jemoh.)  (M., ganggang, diang)

be'entek  a kind of human behavior or temperament.  (Syns., sula, huwas.)  (M., sa-jenis perangaian orang)

beg  handbag, schoolbag.

begaduh  to quarrel.  (See also kelahi, nengkin, tengka.)  (M., bergadoh)

begandeh  shrivelled, shrunken.  (M., kechut)

beganyok  jesting, joking.

begelud  to want, to like.  (Syns., beguau, suka.)  (M., gelut, bergurauan?)

begok  Adam's apple; goiter(?).  The Temuan have a story that buah lakomg (a fruit) once stuck in a man's neck.  (M., begok)

beguau  (See begelud.)

(M., bergoyang)

beguyat  to shake or sway slightly.  (See beguyang.)  (M., bergoyang sedikit-sedikit)

behadi  chicken droppings and other ordure.  (See also getik.)

behangan  chestnut.  (M., berangan)

behketoin  weals on the skin.  (See also bengkak.)

behnang  to swim.  (M., berenang)

bekal  bag-lunch-like provisions.  (Also pekal.)  (M., bekal)

bekam, mekam  bruise.

bengah  periodic absence of fever (as in a malarial attack).  (M., kurang demam)

benges  quick-tempered, fault-finding, cruel.  The Temuan say some people are characterized by benges, having uncontrollable flareups of anger, because sitan has entered their bodies.  (Syn., nyunga.)  (See luong.)  (M., bengis, amok)

benguoh  lonely, deserted.  (Syns., bentong, bitong, guntang, kuntang, song'oh, senyap, sunyi.)  (See also longkas.)  (S+B II, p. 688, hengioh, silence, quiet, Semang.)  (M., senyap)

benih  to hurl a stick.  (Syn., baling.)  (See also lening, punkan.)  (M., baling)

beni  seed grain (M., beneh); a cutting for planting.

Possession of the spirit can be passed down in a family, if upon the death of the possessor a descendent dreams about a real be'uk.  The spirit talks to its possessor in his dreams.  It eats only people and puchok lebak  (the shoots of a monocotyledonous flowering plant).  It does not eat fruit.  Possessors of this spirit do not admit having it, for fear someone will mehakai (snatch it).  If the possessor is sick, he can cure himself with the help of the spirit by making the appropriate medicine.  (See tulang.)  (M., berok)

beuyit  to rip open.

If the garuda found and ate this fruit, it would grow feathers and come and eat up people.

buah limau  lime, lemon, orange.  (M., limau)
buah manchong  horse mango (yellow pulp).  (M., manchong)
buah mangis  mangosteen (Garcinia spp.).  (M., manggis)
buah mungkampas  a large forest tree with fragrant flowers.
buah nangka  jackfruit.  (M., nangka)

buah peching  the sweet fruit of a tall forest tree.

chaching  worm, free-living or intestinal.  Intestinal worms in children are said to be caused by eating a lot of coconut and meat.  (M., chaching)

chachong  a slip of the tongue.

chadar  a (sleeping) sheet.  (Hindi, chadar)

chadong  to hold, cradle in one's arms.

chahah  diarrohea.  Buah kerdas, buah je'eng, and buah perah have the smell of diarrohea.  (M., chahar)

chaham  very salty.  (M., chukop-chukop masim)

chahaya  light, sunshine; beauty.  (Syns., chaya, sina.)  (Skr., chahaya)

chahek  to peel, strip a piece of wood.  (See chala.) (M., kupas?)

(Skr., bayu: Vayu; M., breeze)

hantu be'uk  a tulang be'uk (femur of the short-tailed macaque monkey) is hung over the door of some Temuan houses.  It signifies that hantu be'uk is involved in an agreement between someone and a resident of the house to do something at some time.  Most importantly, if someone agrees to come to the house to bury a corpse at a certain time and fails to show up, the hantu be'uk assures that the defaulter will get a fever (and perhaps die).  Also, if someone is away and does not return home (or arrive at a specified destination) on time, especially after dark, someone will throw a burning faggot (bara api) on the path and tell the hantu be'uk to go away.  Otherwise, the hantu be'uk will come and someone will get fever (see guchoh).

hantu(?) bubul  an evil man who has about 100 wives (not sebu'u).  

hantu bukit  hill spirit (father of sebu'u?).

hantu busum  cause of edema (B. Lanj. terminology).  Also known as basal or sakit angin (Ser. terminology).  (See also langos.)

hantu cheman  water spirit which can make people sick.

hantu hutan  (See hantu sebu'u.)

hantu imau  (See imau pakai.)

hantu jemalang  An evil spirit, mischievous as a child; a gnome of disease.  It sometimes can be exorcized to mitigate the harm (such as causing madness) of nuhlal, resemblance between a parent and a same-sexed child.  A case of nuhlal means this hantu is in action.  There are three species of hardwood trees from which jemalang can issue forth, years after the tree has died, fallen down, and become a rainbow (gedau) or dragon (naga): pokok merbau, pokok jelotong, and pokok bechin.  If the dead tree is standing, it can jadi gedau; if fallen, it may jadi naga 10 to 20 years later.  The naga or the gedau are like the hwap (breath) of the hantu jemalang.  To exorcize (tangkal) this hantu in a case of nuhlah, among other things a hole will be drilled (tebuk) in one ear of the child (male only?).  If the exorcism is ineffective, the child must be given to others to raise, otherwise one of the two in nuhlah will die.

hantu jemoi  causes (sakit) benkak.  The body swells up due to encountering urine or bisa (poison) or feces of a dead animal.  (See jemoi.)

hantu kenait  lives only in a different world, below earth, and has a strange manner of speaking.  Does not come up to graves and eat souls of dead people, because they are already like him.  But it does go after the souls (semangat) or even the bodies of living people.  In one story, long ago a Temuan man was digging a large hole in the forest to get out a long yam tuber, ubi hau.  He fell into the hole and the hantu kenait caught him and thought he was lauk (meat).  But the man said he was manusia (humankind).  The hantu kenait asked him, "Be'apa kaki?" (how many feet do you have?).  The man thought that if he said two, the hantu would think he was a chicken, and if he said four, would think him a sapi (wild ox).  But he did say four and the hantu started eating him, first his feet, then his legs, stomach, and upward.  Later the man's younger brother, a good person, looked for him and found the hole with only bones in it.  When he tangkal kuat (put a strong spell on it), the older brother hidup balik (came back to life).  But the older brother was jahat (bad).  He sumpit buah je'eng (shot a poisoned blowpipe dart into the je'eng nut) so now people can only eat a little of it.  He also sumpit the leaves of buah betek (papaya), so now they are pahit (bitter) and only the fruit is edible.  The younger brother objected to all this, saying that o'ang tanah tujoh (people on earth) need all the food they can get, that there is never enough.  The older brother also stole animals such as the tiger and illness from the world of the hantu kenait and put them here on earth to bother people.  (S+B II, pp. 616-617, kemoyd, kemoit, the grave spirit for Perak and Kedah Orang Asli; Dentan, pp. 91-107, ketmoid, a spirit associated with death and graves--some part of a dead person becomes this bad spirit, according to the Semai.)

hantu kenang  causes fever with shivering(?) (B. Lanj. and Ser.).  (M., kenang)

hantu kubu  (See hantu kumok.)

hantu kumok  the grave spirit, white and corpse-like (versus a jin, which is black).  Though frightening to see, this hantu should not be feared because he will not catch or hurt humans.  He comes out of graves between 7 PM and 5 AM; he lingers by the graves between 7 PM and 9 PM (so one should not go near then) but later wanders off looking for food.  Older Temuan say that to see the hantu kumok one should burn 1 inch of the 3 inch stick above the body in the grave and put some ashes above the eyes.  Then at 7 PM one can see this hantu.  (S+B II, pp. 616-617, kemut, grave, Besisi.)  (M., hantu kubor)

hantu longsui  a naked spirit with a cat's face that lives in the bird's nest fern (Asplenium nidus) and can become human.  (M., langsuir)

hantu mamalang (B. Lanj.), hantu mambang bulani (Ser.)  Causes a kind of illness in which there is fever, weakness, and cold hands(?).  Mambang and mamalang refer to yellow clouds at sunset and bulani to a rainbow at sunset.  (M., mambang)

hantu melikat mawat  this spirit removes the breath of a person when he reaches sufficient years (umo chukop), for Tuhan.  This hantu used to appear as a man and tell a person his fated time (ajal) had come but people hit him so he complained to Tuhan and the latter told him to go not as a man but as a penyakit (illness) or invisibly, which he now does.  He calls their melikat to go to the bottom layer of the world, called lapis tujoh.  Birds and other animals with small eyes are reported by the Temuan not to die mati sendiri (by themselves), such as by illness.  Instead, they are all murdered (victims of predators) because the melikat mawat cannot masok mata (enter through their tiny eyes).  Tuhan observes humans, however, through their eyes.  (A., mayat: a dead body)

hantu pait  the evil spirit of tanah tanjong (level land), said to be named after ikan pait.  If you is traveling alone, this hantu will call out your name (the sound is like a whirlwind) and if you reply, "Hoi," you will be caught and put to death by the hantu.  

hantu palong  causes abdominal pains and diarrhea(?).  (M., palong)

hantu pelisi  can enter a human body and cause sickness.  The pelisi that causes  selimuh (the common cold) sipi (glances off) children who wear a tangkal (charm) against it, although they may still have the sniffles for a day or two.  Adults can tahan (resist) the pelisi much better than children can.  (MM., pp. 329-330, pelisit.)

hantu penyaden  eats blood as a leech does, causing death.  (M., penanggalan: vampire)

hantu ponseh (B. Lanj.), hantu sanih (Ser.)  (See sanih.)

hantu pontianak  the vampire spirit of childbirth (also putih anak); wears kain batek (batik cloth).  Men call her (with kemayan) to sleep with them but she is afraid.  She can enter into the body and in this way eat blood, but later she can run off.  She sometimes talks to people in dreams; people (men only?) sometime see her in the daytime.  She is beautiful and like the longsui and teberai can become human.  (M., pontianak)

hantu sawan  the spirit that causes convulsions and crying fits.  (See sawan.)

hantu sebu'u  this forest spirit lives in genting (high valleys or passes) and may be possessed by a human being.  (Syn., hantu hutan; M., pemburu.)  If possessed, the owner has good fortune in getting money, food, and in concocting medical cures (as a dukun).  Possession is lost if a person behaves badly (lying, laziness, fighting with spouse) since Tuhan peduli (God censures such behavior).  Hantu sebu'u can nyelah (become human).  If there's hujan enching (rain with sunshine) and a certain bird is heard, this hantu is nearby; if there is no such rain and one hears many of these birds, it is a tiger.  The followers of this hantu (like anjing, dogs) are a certain bird, a certain squirrel, and fireflies.  If one sees or hears these in the forest, he must run away before this hantu catches him or he will become ill with fever and die (the fever being incurable, impossible to tangkal).  Originally this hantu was a man.  When he travels he carries a lembing (spear); if he stabs you, it is a fatal wound.  He does not actually eat people, only their semangat.  He thinks people are just forest animals, like sikah (leaf monkey), be'uk (macaque), or babi (wild pig).  His father is not evil; if one dreams of an old man, it is this ayah.   His son, Jin Ali, is evil.  His wife, Siti Setima, is not evil; she just sits at home.  People do not see hantu sebu'u now.   

hantu senyakala  the spirit of dusk who makes it necessary for a person to be ge'ak (roused) if they fall asleep between 4 PM and 7 PM.  Thus Temuan do not sleep at this time.  He is sa-buta (the blind one) and sa-pekak (the deaf one).  (See senyakala.)  (Skr., senjakala)

hantu tajam  causes tajam (sharp) pain all over the body.

hantu tanung, hantu tauhn  looks like any ordinary human being; wears a yellow and red cloth around the neck.  He offers medicine to people who are traveling alone, which, if taken, causes illness or death.  People wear hinai (henna) on the little finger when he is around.  [A., taun (an epidemic, cholera)]

hantu taung  a spirit that looks like a Malay; his tanda (sign) is a red and yellow neck cloth.  He offers medicine to people; taking it will cause illness or death.

hantu toyol  a good spirit which if it calls one to travel, the person must go.  Exists only at night.  Is clever at stealing for a person.  But if a man possesses it, his wife will be thin because the toyol drinks her milk.

hanyeh  fresh fishy smell.

But if a person says he is not afraid of it, when he is in the forest he will meet a tiger and it will make a big noise and appear to be huge to frighten him.  But the tiger will not eat this person.  The imau pakai, like the be'uk pakai, can cure its possessors of illness.  To do this, the imau pakai must leave the body, which it will do only in private, so the possessor must go into the forest a ways before the spirit will keluar (exit) and lick the person (gilat), thereby curing him of illness. When they get to be about one foot tall, the dunia (world) will end and must start all over again; that is, dead people will come alive and vice versa, people will become animals and vice versa.  This end will happen in 7 times 100 (or 1000?) years, because there are 2 eyes, 2 nostrils, 2 ears, and 1 mouth, totaling 7.  (M., sumpah; haram)

sumpid  a small pandanus rice bag.

(M., tajam)

tajih  a traditional competition between two men during durian season in which each tries to break open a durian fruit of his opponent with a pointed, short stick tied in the middle of a cord or rattan.  The cord is held between outstretched arms, twirled seven times, and then flung (holding onto the ends) forward at the durian.  If the durian breaks open (pechah), that competitor wins, unless his opponent also accomplishes pechah buah.  If both men miss or both pechah buah, it is a draw.  Players may risk their durian orchards and bystanders may bet money (pasang duit) on the outcome.  This competition is also known as lawang tikam. (Syn., najih.)

(M., tunggu)

tunggul  tree stump; ankle(?); heel(?).  (Syn., tekah.)  (M., tunggul)

tungkah  taproot of tree.  (Syn., humbi.)  (See also pajung, jangka.)  (M., tunjang, umbi)

tungkai  prop to hold up a drop shutter over a window.  (See tungkat.)

tungkat  crutch, cane, prop (including an under-floor house support). (Syn., sokong.)  (M., tongkat)

tungkeh  to push away.
